TOURNAMENT FORMAT
· Entries are limited to 16 teams.
· If there are less than nine teams only one all play all section will be played.
· If there are nine teams or more there will be two all play all sections split according to strength using the average team grade.
· Each team must consist of four players from the same club and designate a team captain to lead the team.
· Teams will play all their matches in grading order.

· YCA rapid play or long play grades must be used if not a player’s grade must be estimated. 
· The move rate is 10 minutes per player per game.
· In all pairings the first named team will have white on the odd boards.

· Team standings will be based on the total number of board points scored by each team. 

· Tiebreak rules will be displayed on the night. 
· ECF rules will apply.
· Substitutes - late replacement players will be allowed on the night at the discretion of the organisers.
